* Among these, European-headquartered
companies contribute approximately
830,000 vehicles to the total output

* International automakers directly employ over
156,000 people in the US, with their downstream
operations —including dealerships and auto parts
retailers — supporting a total of 2.4 million jobs

* European-headquartered automakers account for
nearly a third of this workforce, employing more
than 45,000 people across states like Alabama,
South Carolina, and Tennessee
